Dear Friends,

The first week of April we will have special worship opportunities to remember and rehearse the
last days of Jesus’ life on this earth and also to celebrate his resurrection. As we have read in Paul’s letter
to the Corinthians, chapter 15, “By this Gospel you are saved, if you hold firmly to the word | preached to
you. For what I received | passed onto you, as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins, according
to the Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, and
that he appeared to Peter, and then to the Twelve.”

This is the time each year when we are called back to the basics of our faith so we do not lose sight
of what the Good News really is! The content of our faith begins and ends in the life, death and resurrec-
tion of our Lord. While we ascribe to his teachings and learn from his example, it is the atoning death of
Christ on the cross that has secured our forgiveness and the hope of victory through the resurrection that
truly gives us abundant life. | hope you will set aside the time to come to worship during this Holy Week.

Maundy Thursday remembers the Last Supper of Jesus with his friends. The word “Maundy”
comes from the Latin, “mandatum” from which we derive our English word “mandate” and often trans-
late it “command.” It is to celebrate the command that Jesus gave his followers at that Last Supper to
“love one another” (John 13:35). We will observe the sacrament of the Lord’s Supper at this service.

Good Friday will be celebrated with a Service of Tenebrae. Traditionally this day’s services have
been held at noon with a three hour service that most often includes reflection on the last words of Christ
from the cross. We, however, have combined some of the last words of Jesus in readings and song for this
evening service. As the service progresses the lights will be lowered and candles extinguished to symbolize
the darkness that occurred in the middle of the day when Jesus was crucified. It is a very reflective service
and at the end we leave in silence.

Friends, if ever there is a season over a few days when our faith should take precedent in our
schedules this is the time! | know that many activities use “Easter break” to get some practices and re-
hearsals in. These few days could be transformational for you and your family if you allow them to be.
Can you set aside Thursday through Sunday of this Holy Week for the purpose of reconnecting with God
and remembering what is of “first importance?”

I will look forward to seeing you in Church!
