 I want to accomplish a few matters with this letter for August.  First I want to be sure that we are 
all aware that our new Associate Pastor, Jason Rea, is on board even though you may not have seen him 
yet.  Jason has jumped right in with both feet and participated in the leadership of both the senior high 

summer trip to the Youth Triennium at Purdue University, July 19-24, and the junior high mission trip to Surf City, July 
25-31.  We are grateful that he has made such a commitment in his first two weeks.  He and his family will be moving into 
the Church Avenue home early in August.  As a side note let me thank all of those who have given time and energy toward 
sprucing up the house for the arrival of the Reas!  Please be sure to introduce yourself to Jason and Kara and their three 
adorable children, Maggie, William and Anderson! 

 Secondly, let me make sure that you are aware that our General Assembly (GA) has finished meeting in Minneapo-
lis, MN.  Our GA consists of over 600 delegates, equal in number between ministers of Word and Sacrament and Elders, 
from all over our nation with representatives from around the world as well.  Each presbytery sends representatives and 
every GA has a different make up of persons.  This year our own Marie Bowen was a delegate from Elfinwild Church who 
represented Pittsburgh Presbytery.  I am certain she will have much to share with us once she gets her feet back on the 
ground.  In short, let me help you understand our process and polity just a little bit.  Our Book of Order (BOO) is part our 
constitution.  It is the document that guides and directs our operating as an organization.  It is very good and very impor-
tant in keeping us united as a denomination.  Every year there are changes that are proposed for a number of reasons.  The 
BOO cannot be changed through one vote of a GA.  If a GA approves a change it will then be sent to all 173 presbyteries 
for their consideration.  If a majority of presbyteries approve the amendment, then it goes back to a second GA for a final 
ratification.  It is a long and cumbersome process but it assures due consideration and input from all levels of governance.  
If you have any questions about news you hear concerning our GA votes, please be sure to call me.  Once I receive all the 
information I will help interpret some of the actions for our consideration. 

 And finally, as we prepare for our fall schedule and the new beginnings of programs, let me ask you to prayerfully 
consider your stewardship of time and resources.  Worship and Bible study, prayer and time to rest are all important disci-
plines of those who seek to follow the Lord Jesus Christ and be about His Kingdomôs business.  We will have the joy of 
occupying the new building space and using the elevator.  We will also need to continue the updating and maintaining of 
our facilities and grounds.  Our costs of program and staff will be higher in 2011 as we continue to add ministries and 
grow in the number of people we are serving in the name of Christ.  Each of us has been gifted by God in many ways.  I 
ask you to prayerfully consider how you are going to be a good steward of those gifts this fall.  Has God gifted you to teach 
Sunday school or can you be part of a Bible study?  Maybe you would like to offer your voice in song or ring bells for wor-
ship, or perhaps you enjoy the opportunity of being with teenagers and their energy.  For those behind the scenes persons, 
office volunteers are always welcome and if you are handy, how about considering doing some painting or ñfixingò around 
the church building.  The opportunities are only limited by our imagination. 

 Friends, we are a blessed community of faith!  God is smiling upon us and Sunday mornings are full of life and 
joy.  Worship is the central and highest calling of the follower of Christ and the intergenerational make up of our family is 
a gift.  I am really looking forward to a great fall together.  See you in worship!  It is my privilege to be é
