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MISSION   OPPORTUNITIES 2010 
 

Pittsburgh Project mission service weekend.                            
Friday April 23 to 3:00 pm on Sunday April 25, 
2010.  

Grab your sleeping bag and get ready for a meaningful weekend of 
service. The Retreat will begin Friday evening at The Pittsburgh Pro-
ject with dinner, and then spend Saturday and Sunday helping out a 
Pittsburgh homeowner.  

The Pittsburgh Project is an urban, neighborhood-based, Christian 
community development organization. 

The Vision: 

That Pittsburgh will be called a City of Truth, where once again, men 
and women of ripe old age will sit in the streets, each with cane in 
hand because of age, and where the city streets will be filled with 
boys and girls playing there (from Zechariah 8:4-5). 

 

We will serve as an adult/family group. Children age 10 and older 
may serve with parents or guardians. Our group may do drywall, lay 
shingles, or paint a porch. We will stay Friday and Saturday night in 
the dormitories on campus at 2801 North Charles Street, Pittsburgh, 
PA.  

The retreat session will run from 5:30 pm on Friday, April 23 to 3:00 
pm on Sunday, April 25, 2010.  

The cost is $50 a person with a $125 family maximum.  

 

Elfinwild will connect with other groups for worship and a message 
from Fred Lynch, a dynamic youth communicator with more than 
18 years of inner-city ministry experience and is the founder of 
UrbNet a National Network of Urban Youth Workers. 

 

Meals, lodging, construction materials, and tools are provided by the 
Pittsburgh Project. The staff establishes contact with homeowners, 
sets up the worksites ahead of time, and provides technical guidance 
on site.  All the Elfinwild Team provides is transportation and work-
site leaders over 21.

How do we make this part of the Bible ñcome aliveò for our chil-
dren?  Our first activity is a trip to the display that we have of the three dimensional 
Fontanini figures and structures: the village of Nazareth where the Angel visited Mary, 
the busy city of Bethlehem, and the inn and stable where baby Jesus was born.   We hear 
the story, we see the story, we sing the story, and do art projects about the story.  To 
further understand Jesusô birth the children choose to be different people or animals to 
retell the story, in their own words, complete with costumes.

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MORE MISSION OPPORTUNITIES 2010   

Shoulder to Shoulder - Honduras June 2010. 
 
Shoulder to Shoulder (STS) Pittsburgh was formed to partner with 
San Jose del Negrito, Honduras.  The village was devastated, like 
much of Honduras, by Hurricane Mitch in 1998.  STS started to 
work with the townsfolk in that region in 1999.  There was over 
60% malnutrition, poor access to medications and medical treat-
ment in the village and nearby higher mountains.  STS has aimed 
to decrease malnutrition, provide essential medicines, and have 
trained medical providers to care for people. 
 
Over the course of nearly 10 years, with the assistance of many 
churches and individuals in the Pittsburgh region, Shoulder to 
Shoulder now is able to provide a feeding program through a Hon-
duran Mennonite group known as the MAMA project.  We feed 
about 300-400 kids a day.  There is now a great, locally built medi-
cal clinic staffed by a full-time Honduran medical doctor and 
nurse that see patients in the clinic daily.  We are in the process of 
expanding well-child care and well-adult care in the region.  There 
are water filter and chimney projects that are a great help to public 
health by improving homes.   
 
All this work has been made possible by the hard work and part-
nership with the Health Committee of San Jose del Negrito.  The 
health committee each year yearns for the encouragement and 
faith building that occurs during Church "Brigades" to the village.  
THIS YEAR YOU COULD MAKE THE DIFFERENCE!!!! 
 
Church groups have travelled each summer and helped with bring-
ing supplies to the local churches, helping construction projects on 
the STS buildings and in the community, and worked with the 
children in the community with bible school, music, and drama 
programs.  There have been teaching programs in the village 
school, and art programs to beautify the community and the pub-
lic buildings.  Church groups often help the local churches by sup-
plying bibles and teaching materials that are far too expensive for 
locals to purchase.  There is a town library that was envisioned by a 
local Pittsburgh church and is now used 5-6 days a week! 
 
We hope to team up with Bellefield Presbyterian Church and 
Pittsburgh Mennonite church and travel for a week in June, 2010 
and do some work in each of the above categories!  Medical folks 
could be put to work in their field, but most of the work would be 
like that listed above.   
 
The San Jose del Negrito area is beautiful and safe.  Living arrange-
ments would be dormitory style (private male and female areas) 
with local ladies cooking for us (the same ladies that cook for our 
feeding program!)....so the food is very yummy local fare!

Vida Joven Nicaragua 
week of August 14-21, 2010. 

 

 We were introduced to Vida Joven (Young Life) Nicaragua by 
Danny Sharpe. 

Danny and Dirk are 20+ year friends and members of the Cove-
nant Group Dirk often speaks of.    

 Excerpts from the Vida Joven Nicaragua web site are provided 
below to give you some idea what this calling will entail.

 Welcome to Vida Joven Nicaragua! Young Life is now operating 
in six neighborhoods (barrios) in MATAGALPA, Nicaraguaôs 
fourth largest city, encouraging young people to follow Christ 
through an ongoing evangelistic and discipleship program. Young 
Life staff, along with dynamic Nicaraguan adult leaders, attracts 
the interest of teenagers through sports, drama and musical pro-
grams. We also involve them in business and community develop-
ment projects, such as construction, mechanics, farming, card-
making and sewing groups to help them build a solid future. The 
program has expanded to include outreach in MANAGUA, 
ESTELI, JINOTEGA, SAN DIONISIO,SAN RAMON, LEON, 
GRANADA and CHINANDEGA. 

 In order to provide a wholesome environment outside the city 
where teenagers can build healthy Christian relationships and 
develop job skills, Young Life has established a 130-acre camp in a 
rural, mountainous area north of Matagalpa, in the department of 
Jinotega.  

 The Young Life farm is owned by the Nicaraguan Non-profit Reli-
gious Foundation Vida Joven, and serves as a weekend retreat cen-
ter for outreach camps, discipleship and leadership training semi-
nars, as well as a practical teaching tool for farming and construc-
tion. Vida Joven Nicaragua incorporates work group experiences 
into its youth program. Possibilities for groups include FULL-
TIME WORK, a WORK/STUDY arrangement or a 
WORK/WORSHIP-MISSION TRIP.  

 Some groups have VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL with children 
in the area of the farm/camp. Others also have a MEDICAL 
CLINIC. In order to strengthen the long-term vision of Nicara-
guan leadership development, work teams must be willing to fit 
into the flow of the overall ministry. Work groups are extremely 
helpful to Vida Joven Nicaragua by working on construction pro-
jects at the Young Life farm, but we can also arrange specific

community development projects in the barrios where we have 
youth clubs.  

WHAT YOUR WORK TEAM will BE:   

- Ambassadors for Christ from your church or Young Life area to 
the young Christians of La Vida Joven in Matagalpa, Nicaragua.  

 - Through your sacrificial hard work help motivate and encour-
age our Nicaraguan brothers and sisters. Your physical work and 
material resources help us complete needed projects more rapidly 
than we could do without your help.  

 - Ambassadors for Christ to your own church/community by 
communicating what you have seen and heard in Nicaragua.  

BASIC GROUP REQUIREMENTS  

Age: 20 years and over, or well-supervised teen group. Family and 
intergenerational experiences work well with good planning. In 
cases where the team is made up of families or family members 
from the church, we accept children as young as 12 as long as 
they come accompanied with a parent. 

Basic Knowledge of Spanish: For every 8-12 people, there should 
be a person who can converse in and understand Spanish.  
Though this would be ideal, we understand that it is not always 
possible, and therefore, we have people in place to translate if 
needed. 

 It is a demanding, experiential study and/or work program. We 
feel a real responsibility to make the experience one of education, 
sharing, and reflecting as we dialogue and/or work together. As a 
Christian organization, we expect a commitment from each par-
ticipant to use their visit to Nicaragua to build understanding 
between the two countries. The experience doesnôt end when the 
plane takes off for home. It is just beginning. 

 

 

 

 

Responsibilities of the team Members:  

Participate in pre-trip orientation. Commit themselves to cooper-
ate with the group and abide by group decisions; will take respon-
sibility for tasks when needed. Make a commitment to share their 
experiences when they return home.. Basic Christian Commit-
ment to serve and work in partnership with Nicaraguans, with a 
willingness to submit to basic lifestyle changes in accordance with 
Nicaraguan culture (cold showers, latrines, frequent water and 
electricity cutoffs, different foods, constant noise, dust and dirt, 
etc.).  

 Most groups spend most of their time doing work and ministry 
at the Vida Joven Farm/ Camp 45 minutes North of Matagalpa. 

 Staying the night with a family in a poor barrio in Matagalpa 
offers the fullest experience, and is inexpensive. The families we 
choose to house people from the U.S. are Christians and have a 
committed involvement with Vida Joven.  

With families you will have your own bed, but the bathroom 
facility may be an outdoor latrine.     

 Vida Joven staff and/or Nicaraguan Vida Joven leaders will be 
with you at the farm so you will have personal interaction. 

 
The Elfinwild family has always been gracious in sharing in the 
financial commitment that comes with answering the call to 
serve. The full cost of both trips is between $1100-1300 depend-
ing on airfare. It is too early in the process to  know how the cost 
will be shared between the team members and the church family. 
 

Please let Mark Meyer or Rev. Lesnett know if you have an inter-
est in being an ambassador for Christ to Honduras or Nicaragua. 

Mark Meyer has graciously agreed to serve as chair of the mission 
team. It has been an honor for me to serve as mission chair for 
the past several years. Many thanks for your prayers and commit-
ment to the outreach of Elfinwild to brothers and sisters far and 
near.
