Turns 100 Years Young in 2012 

Dear Friends, 

 Elfinwild Presbyterian Church was founded on August 4, 1912!  It was the beginning of what has  
become a bright and shining light for Jesus Christ in the North Hills of Pittsburgh.  The stories of the men and 
women who pioneered this ministry are inspiring and worth knowing.  Through this year, 2012, we will learn 
about His-story that has unfolded here in Glenshaw through the generations of people who have followed the 
Lord Jesus Christ and been called Elfinwild Presbyterian Church.   

 Each monthly issue of The Call will feature an article about how life was lived in 
successive decades beginning this month with Jim Gielôs article on the decade we were 
formed, 1910-1919.  Next month in the February issue we will learn more about what 
God was up to around the world and here at Elfinwild from 1920-1929 and so forth.  
Along with the written articles there will be displays in the new Upper Gathering 
Room, where we gather for coffee and doughnuts each Lordôs Day, every month  
corresponding to the decade we will celebrate as I just mentioned.  So the first display 
on Sundays in January, 2012 will be for 1910-1919 and in February it will be changed 
to the next decade.  There may be weekly changes as we accumulate more memora-
bilia from you or others.  Please forward anything you believe might be helpful in our 
celebration. 

 This year the General Assembly meeting of our PC (U.S.A.) denomination 
will be held here in Pittsburgh at the David Lawrence Convention Center.  It will  
convene on Saturday, June 30 and run through Saturday, July 7, 2012.  On that Sun-
day, July 1, 2012, the Pittsburgh Presbytery has asked the local congregations to open 
their worship to the delegates who are attending from around the country and the 
world.  We will be one of the sites that delegates will choose to worship in.  On that 
Sunday we have invited the Rev. Dr. John Huffman, former Pastor of the First  
Presbyterian Church, Pittsburgh, PA and now recently retired from St. Andrewôs  
Presbyterian Church in California to be the guest preacher.  Dr. Huffman is a  
personal friend of mine and a well known Presbyterian preacher.  He will help us  
celebrate our anniversary year as well address the GA delegates.
