 In the past few years I have had young 

people from former congregations find me through 

the internet.

I was pleased to have 

been the recipient of their thoughtfulness and  abil-

ity to find me.  

There are stories of family reconciliation 

after years of estrangement.

 That same technology brings predator 

and prey together as well!  There are young women 

who ñfall in loveò over the internet, many traveling 

overseas to meet . 

This  powerful tool like so many things 

can be used for good or abused.   

So why is this relevant?  As a church we 

must make wise use of these tools.  Soon our web-

site will be redesigned, up and running and avail-

able to the community at large.
